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Do You Have Enough Space? 

 

Rider Education  
November - December 2010  

 

A 1st Army, Camp Shelby, Mississippi, soldier was killed in a motorcycle crash that occurred on 13 October 2010 

at approximately 1230 local in Hattiesburg. The 41 - year - old SFC was riding his Suzuki 1300 motorcycle, leading in 

a line of three motorcycles when his motorcycle began to wobble, he lost control, crossed the centerline, and col-

lided with a vehicle approaching in the opposing lane. When the soldierõs motorcycle hit the on- coming vehicle, it 

ricocheted back into the second motorcycle. The driver of the vehicle and the second motorcyclist were both 

evacuated to a local medical center for treatment. The SFC was licensed, had attended the required MSF training 

and was wearing full PPE.  

 

The incident above really occurred in Mississippi a few days ago.  The question to think about, is why was the sec-

ond motorcyclist struck by the first motorcycle when it ricocheted?  Was the rider not paying attention?  Was he 

fixating?  Was he riding too close?  All these questions come to mind, but since I wasnõt there I automatically 

think about riding too close.  Studies have been made that show it takes 1.5 seconds to recognize a hazard.  Our 

normal spacing when riding or driving is 2 seconds.  With this in mind, we are left with one half of a second to 

react and get out of the way.  Now consider the second motorcyclist riding with a space interval of 3 to 4 sec-

onds.  This would improve the second riderõs safety cushion quite significantly. 

 

We all know those riders that like to ride right off the end of your right or left saddlebag.  This is unsafe as well 

as not courteous and may create an uneasy feeling with many riders.  I certainly remember the first time that it 

happened to me, and who that rider was.  We must remember that everyone does not have the same level of com-

fort in different situations when riding.  So, when riding with anyone or a group always remember to allow suffi-

cient spacing between motorcycles.  Food for thought: The greater your spacing, the greater your chances are for 

surviving.  

 

We have made significant gains in the Riderõs Education Program over the past year, due to the dedication of our 

entire educator force.  The many contributions of our District Educators, Chapter Educators, Rider Coaches, 

Medic First Instructors, Seminar Presenters and PLP Facilitators, all working in unison, have provided the volunteer 

emphasis to build the proactive Riderõs Education Program that we have today. Letõs resolve to build an even 

stronger program in the coming year.  

 

As the holiday season approaches, let us wish you and yours a joy filled holiday and all the best in the coming New 

Year.  If traveling during the holiday season, check out the road conditions and insure your vehicle is in proper 

mechanical condition before departing.  And, if youõre not traveling, please be safe in your home for the holidays.

tools rolled out, the numbers of motorcycle deaths in Region N have done a bit of turn-around: 

 

2004 = 396 deaths 

2005 = 473 deaths, up 19% 

2006 = 504 deaths, up 7% 

2007 = 643 deaths, up 28% 

2008 = 558 deaths, down 13% 

2009 = 472 deaths, down 16% 

Overall, 44% of all deaths occurred with a motorcycle and another vehicle. 

 

The latest downward trend is good and although the Motorist Awareness Program cannot be singled out as the best reason for the 
reduction of deaths, it can be a means by which motorists will start looking for us and continue this trend.  The bottom line is this, 
when the motoring public starts EXPECTING to see us, they WILL see us.  Television star and host Molly Culver sums it up nicely in 
this PSA announcement from the Motorcycle Safety Foundation:
