                     MOTORIST AWARENESS, YOUR KEY TO COMPLIANCE  
 

The issue of 501c4 compliance is important to every Chapter, District and Region who operates within the borders of the USA.  This issue is very 
important in that without compliance, your Chapter, District or Region is open for review by the Internal Revenue Service. 
 

We have a very easy method for you to document your activities and stay compliant while having FUN! 
 

The million dollar question is posed to you, are you documenting your activities, and are you compliant?  If the IRS asked you to prove it, could 
you? 
 

How do we get compliant?  It is as easy as recording all of your Rider Education activities on the N.23 and N.6 activity reports each month.  The 
N.23 should be used to list your activities, stating date, location, event, and number of participants. 
 

 ONLY the number of events and participants go on the N.6. 
 

The N.23 is sent once a month by the Chapters to the District M/A Coordinator or Liaison, who will then forward them to the Region Coordi-
nator every quarter. 

The Region Coordinator will file a quarterly report to the International Director of Motorist Awareness. 
 

Basically, this follows the N.6 reporting timeline. 
 

It is highly suggested that each Chapter, District, Region keep a copy of the N.23 and N.6 that they submit.  Attach it at the end of 
the year to your financial records which should be kept 7 years.  If someone wants to know your compliant activity, it will be all to-
gether for you to present. 
 

Most of you have been doing compliant activities every month that are not being recorded. This is where we are asking for your help by ensuring 
everyone is recording these, and reporting properly to the Educators and Motorist Coordinators. 

Simply stated, when your Chapter, District or Region does something that is considered complaint, record it immediately.  Remember, if it isnõt 
documented, it did not happen.   
 

We currently have Motorist Awareness Seminars available on the website, and more are in the production line.  These seminars can be taught by 
any GWRRA member.  You do not need to be a Seminar Presenter. 
 

If you are a Presenter, these can be used toward your recertification. 
 

Motorist Awareness is Motorcycle Safety, and we need to get the word out to the public that we are sharing the road.  If you want further infor-
mation on how to become a Motorist Awareness Liaison, or Coordinator, or just want to make a difference, please contact us. 
 

Remember that it is 51% of your ACTIVITY, not money to be compliant.
