Dying To Be Seen

Some of those that know us know that I'm always on my soap box about Rider Education. With motorcycle rider fatalities
now accounting for 13 percent of total fatalities, and dramatically affecting the overall highway fatality rate, one of thosim
important things to ensure the awareness of us on the highways is to be highly visible. A great way to be seen is by wearing
highly visible and reflective clothing. Many of you have seen me riding along with one of our children or Mitzela, as aRider.
When you observe us, we normally have on a high reflective, ne@ilow safety belt worn diagonally across our bodies or we
may have on our highly reflective ICON Motor Sport vest. | normally insist that we all wear the safety belt or vest to iasemur
visibility during daytime and nighttime hours and during inclement weather. Another device we have on our Gold Wing is a
headlight modulator. This device is an annoyance for some people but, for our family, it is heaven sent. Many vehicle ogesx
dondt |l ike the modul ating headlight.
